You will remember that I was present atb the Armual Meeting
et Whitsuntide, 1939, when wa had such a strengthening time to-
gether. I should therefore be glad to hear from you, as well asg
from other Friends who were with you at that Meeting, and also to
hear something of Quaker 1life In CGreat Pritain...is....

In case you are thinking of organising any work in Algeria,

I should be very happy to offer you my help. The coming into
North Afrieca of the Bnglish and American armies has brought war
into this country which had not hitherto suffered directly.
Bone has already had a number of air attacks. My office and
depot have already been somewhat damaged by the blast of a bomb

that fell near by. Another consequence is the interning of variomsg

foreigners, notably, Italians, of whom there are many in this - I
distriet. Thore are also still a number of polibical internees.
Many families are therefore dzéived of their resources and are
d even sympathy. Perhaps you, in

accordance with the Quaker tradition, may be able here to put into
operation the exhortation to "love your enemies" and come to their
help. However that may be, I am at your disposal for whatever you

may wish me to do, and to send yow the latest news which I have
of the Friends and Quaker 1ife in Franee. I should like also to
have & consignment of books and pamphlets on Quakerism, both in
English and in French.

I am sending a similar message to the Ameriocan Friends in
Philadalph.ia -

- May God bless your work and anable us to serve him falthfully
for the coming of his kingdom.
